 The first round of funding from the Harvard Allston 
Partnership Fund totals $100,000. Recipients      30      last Friday 
(June 26) in a public gathering at the Harvard Allston Education 
Portal on North Harvard Street.  
 An advisory committee made up of neighborhood 
residents chose the grant recipients after a detailed review process.  
 Six organizations share in the inaugural funding, with 
grants that range from $5,000 to  $20,000. The money will go      
31      new projects, including an arts workshop, health education 
classes, and a poetry program      32      schoolchildren.  
 Harvard President Drew Faust – acknowledging “the hard 
times, the challenging times we all find      33      in” – called the 
grants an example of the University’s sustained commitment to 
surrounding communities.
